He grants these to me as if | had never had nor committed any sin, and as if
I myself had accomplished all the obedience which Christ has rendered for me, if
only | accept this gift with a believing heart.

61. Q. Why do you say that you are righteous only by faith?

A. Not that | am acceptable to God on account of the worthiness of my faith, for
only the satisfaction, righteousness, and holiness of Christ is my righteousness
before God. I can receive this righteousness and make it mine my own by faith only.
