The Law of Christ:   The Law of Christ:  Col 3:1-2 & 5-6  
Pastor:  The Apostle Paul summarized the moral law of God by saying,  
Congregation:  Set your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God.  
Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things… Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs 
to your earthly nature: sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry. 
Because of these, the wrath of God is coming. 

 

Pastor: Beloved we have not done this as we ought; therefore, let us confess our sin: 
 
Corporate Confession of sin:  
Lord you already know the depth of our sin.  You know that our attitudes are not like those of 
Christ Jesus.  Our hearts lead us astray.  We confess that we have been angry unjustly, hard-
hearted, weak in our stand for Christ, prayer has been without zeal or passion; we have 

dishonored you in countless ways.  Lord we have sinned in private, sinned in our families, sinned 
at work, sinned here while supposedly worshiping you. 
For the sake of Christ and by his merit, pardon all my sins known and unknown, felt and unfelt, 
confessed and unconfessed, remembered or forgotten.  You do indeed know the depth of it all and 
we pray that you forgive us for your glory, Christ’s sake and our good. Amen

Assurance of Pardon: Ps 103:2-4 
Praise the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits--who forgives all your sins and heals all 
your diseases, who redeems your life from the pit and crowns you with love and compassion, 

Congregation: We give praise to God for the abundance of His blessings. For His for-
giveness, healing, redemption, and compassion. 

Pastor: How has He shown you compassion? 
Congregation: He cast all our sins into the depths of the sea in the death of His Son (Micah 
7:19). 

All: Praise and glory be to God our Father, Christ our Redeemer, and the Holy Spirt our Com-
forter.  
 
Pastor: John 3:17-21 
17 For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might 
be saved through him. 18 Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe is 
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of God. 19 And this is the 
judgment: the light has come into the world, and people loved the darkness rather than the light because 
their works were evil. 20 For everyone who does wicked things hates the light and does not come to the 
light, lest his works should be exposed. 21 But whoever does what is true comes to the light, so that it 
may be clearly seen that his works have been carried out in God."

We pray that we will live according to that light and do things that are true, 
thereby and demonstrating that you are at work in us by your Holy Spirit.
