The Law of Christ:   Eph 4:31-32 

Pastor:  The Apostle Paul summarized the moral law of God by saying,  

Congregation:  Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and slander, along with every 

form of malice.  Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ 

God forgave you. 

 

Pastor: Beloved we have not done this as we ought; therefore let us confess our sin: 

 

Corporate Confession of sin:      Adapted from John Calvin's Geneva Liturgy of 1543: 
Lord God, eternal and almighty Father: We acknowledge before your holy majesty that we are 

poor sinners, conceived and born in guilt and in corruption, prone to do evil, unable of our own 

power to do good. Because of our sin, we endlessly violate the law of Christ. 

But, O Lord, with heartfelt sorrow we repent and turn away from all our offenses. We condemn 

ourselves and our evil ways, with true sorrow asking that your grace will relieve our distress.  

Have compassion on us, most gracious God, Father of mercies, for the sake of your son Jesus 

Christ our Lord. And in removing our guilt, also grant us daily increase of the grace of your Holy 

Spirit, and produce in us the fruits of holiness and of righteousness pleasing in your sight: 

Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Assurance of Pardon: Isa 55:6-7 

Seek the LORD while he may be found; call on him while he is near.  Let the wicked forsake his way 

and the evil man his thoughts. Let him turn to the LORD, and he will have mercy on him, and to our 

God, for he will freely pardon. 

Congregation:  We give praise to God for although he was angry with us his anger has 

been turned away and by faith in Christ our sins are forgiven. 

Pastor:  How far has he separated your sins from you? 

Congregation: As far as the East is from the West, and he has replaced them with the 

righteousness of Christ 

All:  Praise and glory be to God our Father and to his Son Jesus our only Savior! 

 

Pastor: Colossians 3:1  

If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at the 

right hand of God. 2 Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth. 

 3 For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 

Congregation: We praise you for the position we have in Christ. We pray that our lives will 

reflect him in all we do. Thank you that in Christ we too have died to sin. Help us to set 



our minds on the heavenly things so that we would love you above all and our neighbors 

as ourselves.

Confession of Faith:  Heidelberg Catechism 

 

3.Q. From where do you know your sins and misery? 

A. From the law of God. 

 

4. Q. What does God's law require of us? 

A. Christ teaches us this in a summary in Matthew 22: You shall love the LORD your God with 

all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind. This is the great and first 

commandment. And a second is like it, You shall love your neighbour as yourself. On these two 

commandments depend all the law and the prophets.

Gospel: Matt 9:14-26

Why boast yourself, O mighty man, 
Of evil and of wrong?

Epistle: Heb 10:1-10  

 

For since the law has but a shadow of the good things to come instead of the true form of these 

realities, it can never, by the same sacrifices that are continually offered every year, make perfect those 

who draw near. 

Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered, since the worshipers, having once 

been cleansed, would no longer have any consciousness of sins? 



But in these sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year. 

For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. 

Consequently, when Christ came into the world, he said, "Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired, 

but a body have you prepared for me; 

in burnt offerings and sin offerings you have taken no pleasure. 

Then I said, 'Behold, I have come to do your will, O God, as it is written of me in the scroll of the 

book.'" 

When he said above, "You have neither desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and 

offerings and burnt offerings and sin offerings" (these are offered according to the law), 

then he added, "Behold, I have come to do your will." He does away with the first in order to establish 

the second. 

And by that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ 

once for all.
