The Law of Christ:  1 Thess. 5:15-22 

Pastor:  The Apostle Paul summarized the moral law of God by saying: 

Congregation:  Make sure that nobody pays back wrong for wrong, but always try to be kind to 

each other and to everyone else.  Be joyful always; pray continually; give thanks in all 

circumstances, for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus.  Do not put out the Spirit's fire; do 

not treat prophecies with contempt.  Test everything. Hold on to the good.  Avoid every kind of 

evil.            

Pastor: Beloved we have not done this as we ought; therefore, let us confess our sin: 

 

Corporate Confession of sin:  

My Heavenly Father, If your mercy had bounds, where would my refuge be from your just 

anger?  But your love in Christ is without measure. 

Therefore I present myself to you with sins - the things I have done which You have forbidden 

and the things you have commanded me to do which I have left undone-sins against you My 

Father 

sins against you, My Savior and Redeemer 

sins against you and your work, O Holy Spirit

Do not enter into judgment against me, for I plead no righteousness of my own.  But your only 

Son has been my sacrifice and has granted me his righteous merit.  So my only plea is your 

boundless mercy and your limitless love - through Jesus, Your Son and my Savior.

Assurance of Pardon: 1 John 1:8-9 

If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.  If we confess our sins, he 

is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. 

Congregation:  We give praise to God who is faithful and just. Who has forgiven us of our 

sins and cleansed us from unrighteousness. 

Pastor: How pure has the blood of Christ made you? 

Congregation: Although our sins were like scarlet, they are as white as snow (Isa 1:18). 

All:  Praise and glory be to God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  

 

Pastor: 1 John 2:1, 29; 5:12   



If anyone sins, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. If you know that He is 

righteous, you may be sure that everyone who practices righteousness has been born of Him. The one 

who has the Son has life. 

Congregation: Lord Jesus Christ, you are our life, and in You we live. Thank you for causing us 

to be born again by your Holy Spirit so that we might live in Your love. Help us see and overcome 

the destruction we work to our bodies, our minds, and our hearts; strengthen us to pursue the 

good and thankful use of this world, rather than to abuse it; and animate us to pursue earnestly 

Your upbuilding and life-giving love and peace for those around us.Response:
